2. Stuff opening with polyester or cotton fiber fill or
walnut shells.

Hand sew opening closed.

4. Follow manufacturer’s instructions to attach the
snaps to the ends of the elastic.

2. Repeat for remaining sides. If you do not want to use snaps use two 20’ pieces
7 of 14” elastic and tie at the back of the machine.
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
